Even in the fifth and fourth centuries B.C., when Sparta was at the height of its political and
military influence, it was famed as much — arguably more — for its reputedly unique ethos
and culture as for the physical and material power which it wielded. Whatever title we apply
to this process of idealisation — 'The Spartan Tradition” (Rawson 1979), 'The Legend of
Sparta’ (Tigerstedt 1965-78) or even ‘The Spartan Mirage’ (Ollier 1933-43) — the significance
of Sparta’s reputation has only grown in the centuries following its eclipse as an
independent power. The impact of the idea of Sparta has been felt by diverse societies
across the face of the globe, and across time periods up to and including the present day. It
has exercised its influence both on individuals and on wide movements; it has been
exploited for better and for worse throughout the twentieth and into the twenty first
centuries, if most strongly associated with right-wing extremism. In this panel, we will
explore the wide—-ranging application of Sparta beyond antiquity, for good and for ill, inside
and outside of Europe, aesthetic and substantive. The panel benefits in particular from the
wealth of scholarly talent contributing to the forthcoming Brill's Companion to the Spartan

Tradition.

2"ISession Summary | Zuvoyn 2"Zuvedpiog

This session is a sequel to the international symposium,held at The House of Lords, London,
on the 9th of March 2022 (jointly organised by the Centre for Spartan & Peloponnesian
Studies, University of Nottingham, and the City of Sparti) and hosted by Lord Butler of
Brockwell. In a major strategic collaboration between the University of Nottingham and the
City of Sparta, this panel revisits the legacy of Sparta and asks what lessons can be drawn for
the practice of politics and international relations today in the contemporary Westand
Greece. Ancient authors, including Plato, Xenophon and Plutarch, indicate that the Spartan

Constitution was celebrated in antiquity as one of the most stable and most effective



constitutions. Unlike many other ancient Greek states of the classical period, Sparta
remained relatively untroubled by civil strife and revolution. In addition, until its defeat at

Leuctra in 371 BC, Spartan military organisation proved exceptionally successful.

This event will consider, first, the extent to which this reputation is deserved: whether
Sparta’s political organisation, laws and customs (in Greek nomoi) were in fact responsible
for Sparta’s success (and indeed eventual decline). Second, we wish to explore how our
understanding of the Spartan Constitution, and ancient politics in general, can impact on
the theory and practice of modern politics. Democracy is often seen as the most important
political legacy for the modern world. And yet Sparta was not a democracy. What does the
example of Sparta tell us regarding the circumstances in which non—-democratic polities, or
states with non—-democratic elements, can be successful? How important is Sparta as a
model for the 'mixed constitution’? And to what extent was the Spartan Constitution
responsible for a catastrophic breakdown of relations with the ancient world’'s most famous
democracy, Athens, in the Peloponnesian Wars? As the West contemplates challenges to
modern democratic constitutions (whether the war in Ukraine, the ever emerging power of
Communist China or the stresses resulting from the success of populist leaders, such as
Trump or Bolsonaro), we consider in Sparta the long history of the mixed constitution,

democracy and its alternatives.

Sparta is known and revered across the globe, but the modern town of Sparti is not a
popular international cultural tourist destination because its limited physical archaeological
remains allow little engagement with its significant historical past. Moreover, under
pressure from global environmental policies (with the EU, for example, aiming to be climate
neutral by 2050) the nature of tourism in Greece will need radical change over the next 10—
20 years. Low budget tourism will decline and Greece will need to compete for a high—net-
worth market. Eco—friendly offerings will appeal to the discriminating consumer and Sparta
and Lakonia could pioneer new policies to market an eco—friendly tourism. This panel will
open discussion on formulating strategy and policies to encourage Green Tourism and how
the city of Sparti and Laconia, with its rich archaeological, historical, and cultural heritage,
can act as a pioneer case study on how to deliver an eco—friendly and cultural tourism
